Use of Estimates in the Preparation of the Financial Statement

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with Statutory Accounting Principles requires management to make estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities. It also requires disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of
the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenue and expenses during the period. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Accounting Policies - Insurance premiums, net of premiums ceded to reinsurers, are earned over the terms of the policies. The portion of direct
premiums written applicable to the unexpired terms of the policies is recorded as unearned premium. Premiums are earned on a pro rata basis.

Costs of acquiring business are charged to income as incurred.

Certain assets, such as premiums over 90 days past due, excess of book value over market value for securities, and prepaid expenses are
"non-admitted" and are charged against surplus.

In addition, the company uses the following accounting policies:

(1) Short-term investments are stated at amortized cost using the scientific method.

(2) Securities are carried at values prescribed by the NAIC. Bonds are generally carried at amortized cost using the scientific method. Bonds
with lower credit ratings are carried at the lower of amortized cost or NAIC market value. Bonds not backed by other loans are stated at
amortized cost using the scientific method.

(3) The Company has no investment in common stock.

(4) Investment grade perpetual preferred stocks are stated at fair value. Investment grade redeemable preferred stocks are stated at cost.
Preferred stock at non-investment grade is stated at the lower of cost or fair value.

(5) The Company does not invest in mortgage loans.

(6) Loan-backed securities are stated at either amortized cost or the lower of amortized cost or fair market value. The retrospective adjustment
method is used to value all securities.
